Steps from St. George Station's west entrance; Parking is available on site in the Club's private parking lot. 

Dress Code 

Unless otherwise indicated, Business Attire is the dress code in effect at all times when visiting The YORI<: Cluh. 

Suit, or tailored blazer or sports jacket and slacks, worn with collared, long-sleeved dress shirt, tie prefe1"1"ed, and 
with dress shoes; dress, skirt and blouse, tailored pantsuit or jacket and slacks, worn with dress shoes; cultural, 
religious and military dress.

Full use of electronic 
devices is permitted when using a private dining room on the second floor and third floors.
